The DTCCis headed by District Nodal Officer preferably Chief Medical Officer/Civil Surgeon
on a full ime basis. For achieving synergy, it is desirable that the District Nodal Officer under
NTCP is also given the responsibility to look after the NCD programmes like Prevention and
Control of Cancer, Diabetes, Cardiovascular Diseases & Stroke (NPCDCS), National Mental
: Health Programme (NMHP) and Nationat Programme for Health Care of Elderly (NPHCE).
